Final Standings
Final standings for the regular season for each division in each league will be determined first by win percentage.  In the event of a tie between two or more teams (i.e., same win percentage), the order of tiebreakers will be as follows:
1. Head to head result.  In the event that two or more teams come to this tiebreaker, the head to head result will be determined by win percentage considering only the games played between the teams that have come to this tiebreaker.
2. Record vs. top teams.  If the teams are still tied after the head to head tiebreaker, the next tiebreaker is the teams’ record against the top teams in the division, starting with the first-ranked team.  If the records versus the first-ranked team are the same, the records against the second-ranked team are compared next.  If still tied, move to the third-ranked team, and so on, until a differentiation can be established.  In doing these comparisons, only the top teams that are ranked higher than the teams in question are considered.  For instance, if two teams with the same record are using these tiebreakers to determine third and fourth place in the division, only the records versus the first- and then second-ranked teams are considered.  This tiebreaker does not apply to tied teams that are trying to determine first (and second) place in the division.  
3. Coin flip.
Playoffs
All teams will make the playoffs or play a play-in game to formally make the playoffs.  In the Midget League, the top 16 teams will play a double-elimination gold tournament, the next 16 teams a single-elimination silver tournament, and the remaining teams a single-elimination bronze tournament.  In the Pee Wee League, the American League teams will play a double-elimination tournament.  Also in the Pee Wee League, the top 10 National League teams (or other number of teams that is roughly equal to one-third of all Pee Wee National League teams) will play a double-elimination gold tournament, the next 10 teams a single-elimination silver tournament, and the remaining teams a single-elimination bronze tournament.  In the Bronco League, the American League teams will play a double-elimination tournament.  Also in the Bronco League, the top 8 National League teams (or other number of teams that is roughly equal to one-third of all Bronco National League teams) will play a double-elimination gold tournament, the next group of teams a single-elimination silver tournament, and the remaining teams a single-elimination bronze tournament. 
Which tournament a team makes—gold, silver or bronze—depends on its regular-season final standing in its division.  For instance, in the Midget League, the top four (4) teams in each of the four (4) divisions will play in the 16-team gold tournament.  The next four (4) teams in each of the four (4) divisions will play in the 16-team silver tournament.  Finally, the remaining teams in each of the four (4) divisions will play in, or into, the bronze tournament.  In the Pee Wee League, National League teams in the top third in the final standings in each of the three (3) divisions will play in the gold tournament.  Teams in the second third in the final standings in each of the three (3) divisions will play in the silver tournament.  Finally, the remaining teams in each of the three (3) divisions will play in, or into, the bronze tournament.  Depending on the total number of Pee Wee National League teams, there could be a situation where one division contributes one more team than the other divisions to a tournament.  For example, if there are 30 Pee Wee National League teams, the gold tournament would include 10 teams, made up of the top three (3) teams from each of two divisions and the top four (4) teams from one division.  There is a procedure for determining which one of the three fourth-ranked teams will make the gold playoff.  When comparing the three fourth-ranked teams, win percentage in the division is considered first.  In the event of a tie, the order of tiebreakers is as follows: (1) record versus top teams and (2) coin flip.  In doing these comparisons versus top teams, only the top teams that are ranked higher than the teams in question are considered.  The Bronco League uses this same approach for assigning its National League teams in its two (2) divisions to the gold, silver and bronze tournaments.
Playoff Seedings
Seedings in the playoffs are determined first by the regular-season final standings for each division in a league, second by a comparison of win percentages, and third by a set of tiebreaker rules.  In the Midget League gold tournament, for example, first the regular-season final standings are used to place the four (4) divisional first-place teams in the seeding group 1-4.  Likewise, each divisional second-place team is put into the seeding group 5-8, the third-place finishers in seeding group 9-12, and the fourth-place finishers in seeding group 13-16 of the gold tournament.  Second, the four (4) teams in each seeding group are ranked by win percentage.   In other words, the four (4) teams in seeding group 1-4 are seeded 1, 2, 3 and 4 to the extent that differentiation can be established through win percentage alone.  Likewise, the four (4) teams in seeding group 5-8 are seeded 5, 6, 7 and 8 to the extent possible based on win percentage, and so on with the remaining two seeding groups.   Third, and finally, in the event of a tie between two or more teams (i.e., same win percentage) within a seeding group, the order of tiebreakers will be as follows:

1. Head to head result.  The first tiebreaker is the head to head result of the teams that have come to this tiebreaker in the event that the teams played one another during the regular season.

2. Record vs. top teams.  The second tiebreaker is the teams’ record against the top teams in their respective division, starting with the first-ranked team.  If the records versus the first-ranked team are the same, the records against the second-ranked team are compared next.  If still tied, move to the third-ranked team, and so on, until a differentiation can be established.  In doing these comparisons, only the top teams that are ranked higher than the teams in question are considered.  For instance, if two teams within seeding group 9-12 are using this tiebreaker to determine playoff seeds 9 and 10, only the records versus the first- and then second-ranked teams in their respective divisions are considered.  This tiebreaker does not apply to teams in seeding group 1-4 since each team is itself the top team in its division.

3. Coin flip.
In the special case of tied teams within seeding group 1-4—for example, two or three undefeated divisional winners—the order of tiebreakers is as follows: (1) least total runs allowed during regular season, and (2) coin flip. 
The above procedures for determining playoff seedings used the Midget League gold tournament as the example.  These procedures apply equally to the Midget League silver and bronze tournaments and to all the tournaments in the Pee Wee and Bronco Leagues, with appropriate adjustment for the relevant number of teams, divisions and seeding groups.  For instance, if there are 30 Pee Wee National League teams in three (3) divisions, the gold tournament would be made up of 10 teams: three (3) divisional winners in seeding group 1-3, three (3) divisional second-place teams in seeding group 4-6, three (3) third-place finishers in seeding group 7-9, and the sole fourth-place team that made the gold tournament seeded 10th.  Any teams tied (by win percentage) within these seeding groups would use the tiebreaker rules above to determine final playoff seedings.
