                                                        POLICIES

Policy:  prudence or wisdom in the management of affairs; management or procedure based primarily on material interest; a definite course or method of action selected from among alternatives and in light of given conditions to guide and determine present and future decisions; an overall plan embracing the general goals and acceptable procedures of a governing body.

     Policies are rules and regulations of an organization that specify ways of action and plans of operation.  While not thought of as permanent in nature as by-laws, they nevertheless should be taken seriously by the Association and followed by the Board and by each program board and commissioner.  Consistency is important.  Policies need to be followed so consistency is achieved when players go from one program to another.

      Policies can be passed, modified or changed by the Board of Directors on a one time vote by a majority of the members.  Caution should be made if several members are absent or if the vote would favor one program over another.

At the present time the following policies are in effect:

Bids:  Bids are expected to be obtained for all expenditures over $200. 

Refunds:  Refund requests can be made by calling 281-583-3600, extension # 8 or by e-mail to:

Any requests after that time must be approved by the program director.  

Call 281-583-3600 and go to the extension indicated for that program and leave a message for the director.  

Each refund is subject to a $20 administrative fee.

Suspension:   One of the primary goals of  SBMSA is to teach good sportsmanship to our area youth.  Displays of poor sportsmanship by players, coaches and fans will not be tolerated.  As a discouragement of such displays, the SBMSA Board of Directors mandates a one game (1/2 game for football) suspension for any player or coach ejected from a game by a game official based on poor sportsmanship.  This suspension shall be administered by the program director and the respective program board of the sport involved.  While the one game (1/2 game for football) suspension is mandated, the program director and the respective program board may for particularly outrageous  behavior or recurring incidents, levy suspensions of addition games up to and including the remainder of a season or future seasons.
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Additionally, the Board of Directors recommends a one game suspension for any player or coach ejected from a game by reason of a rule.  This suspension is to be administered by the program 

director and the respective board of the sport involved.  While the one game suspension is recommended, the program director and his / her board may reduce or increase the length of suspension depending on the circumstances of the ejection.

The program director and his / her respective board, before issuing the suspension, should:  (1) interview both coaches; (2) request a written report from the game official and; (3) if no board members witness the incident, seek to interview third party witness.

The decision of the program director and his / her board shall be final and not subject to an appeal.

Trophies:   Trophies will be awarded in both Girls’ and Boys’ leagues throughout all age levels 


for all sports as follows:        


Regular Season:


Leagues/Divisions with 1-6 teams:  First Place trophy only.


Leagues/Divisions with 7-11 teams:  First and Second Place trophies.


Playoffs:

All Leagues/Divisions which hold a Playoff Tournament (regardless of number of 


Teams participating:  First and Second Place trophies.


The Program Director has the authority to order extra trophies (including reordering 


and/or replacing trophies if necessary) in the event of ”ties”. 


In addition it is recommended that for Regular Season Trophies (which must be ordered


prior to knowing the final outcome of the standings) that we focus in on a trophy style


that states all the relevant facts (i.e., year, place, team name, league, division, “whatever”)


on an inscribed plate that can easily be removed and re-done in case of required last


minute adjustments for Ties.
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
